one-year extension, with the escalation of the extension to be limited to an amount equal to the
increase in the previous year’s Consumer Price Index (U.S. City Average CPI-U from the Bureau
of Labor Statistics).

Monroe County Department of Environmental Services (*DES™) is responsible for
managing energy-related projects at all of Monroe County’s facilities and assets, including
buildings, utilities, and the general infrastructure. The focus on energy conservation and
increased reliability in energy infrastructure has created additional review by DES of projects
such as power assessments at the Iola power plant. The current level of funding is insufficient for
these additional projects.

The specific legislative action required is to amend Resolution 167 of 2023 to increase
the contracts from a total annual aggregate amount not to exceed $200,000 to a total annual
aggregate amount not to exceed $400,000 for energy engineering term services for the period of
June 1, 2024 through May 31, 2025, with the option to renew for one (1) additional one-year
extension, with the escalation of the extension to be limited to an amount equal to the increase in
the previous year’s Consumer Price Index (U.S. City Average CPI-U from the Bureau of Labor
Statistics).

These contracts will provide architectural and engineering term services for small-scale projects at any of
Monroe Community College’s campuses which may require prompt turn-around. Specific services include space
utilization, programming, and planning; general interior and exterior architectural design and layout; compliance
with New York State Building Code and Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements; civil/site,
mechanical, electrical, plumbing, life safety, and structural systems evaluation and design; preparation of contract
drawings and specifications; assistance during bidding; cost estimating; and construction phase services including
inspection. The Department of Environmental Services’ (DES) staff does not routinely perform in-house
architectural and engineering services, and DES will utilize the consultant’s services as an extension of its staff on
an as-needed basis.

Several consultants were considered with Erdman, Anthony and Associates, Inc.; LaBella Associates, D.P.C,;
Popli, Architecture + Engineering & L.S., D.P.C,; and SWBR Architecture, Engineering & Landscape Architecture,
D.P.C. rated the most qualified.
