In addition, by Resolutions 273 and 274 of 2022,
Your Honorable Body authorized financing for the project that includes available funds from existing capital fund
1774, and the newly created new capital fund 2049, By Resolution 146 of 2022, Your Honorable Body authorized
the use of a Project Labor Agreement for this project. At the south end of the Seneca Park Zoo, in the area
previously occupied by the rhinoceros exhibit and the main building, will be an immersive Tropics complex,
featuring animals from the ecosystems of Borneo and Madagascar. This will include a naturalistic orangutan habitat
enabling climbing and more “treetop-like” movement, The new Tropics complex will also feature lemurs and an
aquarium, Other animals from these ecosystems will be incorporated as well.
