RE: Memorializing the New York State Legislature to Amend the Education Law, In
Relation to Developing Guidelines to Encouraging Participation in Apprenticeships
and Raising Awareness in Apprenticeship Opportunities.

Honorable Legislators:

Skilled trades are vital to the fabric of our communities. Every year many jobs go unfilled
because of the lack of workers with the appropriate skills. Many of these jobs are in the building
trades. Apprenticeships are often the best way to receive the skills necessary to obtain such jobs.
Creating more, and promoting existing apprenticeship opportunities, is vital to bridging the gap
and matching potential workers with those jobs.

Skilled trades support the necessary components to maintaining buildings, transportation,
housing, technology infrastructure, and so many other everyday functions that often are taken for
granted. The importance of expanding knowledge and increasing opportunities in skilled trades
is necessary to maintain quality of life for all.

Ensuring young adults are aware of the many opportunities in the building trades and the
apprenticeships available through labor unions is a necessary component to building the
workforce. These apprenticeships offer an opportunity to learn a skilled trade, advancing their
knowledge, and widening their employment opportunities. Skilled trade apprenticeships offer an
alternative to college and career opportunities without the high burden of student loan debt.

Skilled trades and building trades allow a person to learn a skill that is transferable in life.
Once learned, a person can use their skills to maintain and improve a home, or repair a vehicle,
or gain an understanding that allows them to assess the quality of work done by others.
Furthermore, apprenticeships allow for young adults to teach their children skilled trades for
future use,
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Through this plan, awareness of apprenticeships will primarily be targeted to high
schools in partnership with guidance counselors. The schools will receive information from the
New York State Department of Labor and pupil personnel advocates.

Assembly Bill A00360 will expand education and knowledge of opportunity for the
apprenticeship programs in the workforce.

We encourage the New York State Legislature to pass and Governor Hochul to sign this
important legislation that will raise awareness and participation in apprenticeships, to help
improve the lives of children and families in Monroe County and New York State.

RE: Memorializing the New York State Legislature and Governor to Establish a
Moratorium on the use of Glyphosate-based Herbicides.

Honorable Legislators:

Many herbicides and pesticides have been shown to be detrimental to human health and
wellbeing. Glyphosate is a broad-spectrum systemic herbicide. Glyphosate is commonly sprayed
on agriculture fields and is also used on suburban lands. Though the term glyphosate is not well
known, it is the primary ingredient in many brands of products including Roundup, Rodeo
Aquatic Herbicide, and Eraser, among others. Glyphosate based products are among the most
common and heavily utilized herbicides in the United States.

Studies, including one conducted by the University of Washington Department of
Environmental and Occupational Health Sciences, have linked repeated exposure to glyphosate
to non-Hodgkin’s Lymphoma. The chemical has also been linked to increased incidence of
Chronic Lymphocytic Leukemia. The risks with continued use to health is an indicator that this
product should not be used in New York State.

An Environmental Protection Agency ecological risk assessment identified “the potential risk
to terrestrial and aquatic plants, mammals, and birds, and low toxicity to honeybees for most
uses.” Studies have also shown that glyphosate does not breakdown into soil or water quickly,
staying in soil for as long as 289 days. The substance can runoff into nearby waterways
potentially destroying the microbial contents of soil and removing some of the nutrients in the
soil needed for vegetation. Glyphosate will harm shore lines. As runoff increases and the
chemical moves into larger bodies of water, the chemical kills shoreline plants. These plants are
a necessary and vital component to prevent erosions because native plants act as a barrier.
Shoreline plants are vital to the ecosystem as they also provide food for some fish and are a

protection for animals to lay eggs. Spraying this chemical near shorelines can potentially kill fish
and amphibians.

Senate Bill S4165 will have a positive effect on the health and safety of our environment and
increase the quality of lives for families and children.

We encourage New York State legislators to pass and Governor Hochul to sign, The
Glyphosate Moratorium to help improve the quality of the environment and the lives of children

and families in Monroe County and New York State.

Energy Affordable Transition Act

Honorable Legislators:

The Home Energy Affordable Transition Act, formerly the Gas Transition and
Affordable Energy Act, will implement recommendations from the New York Climate Law.
Specifically, eliminating billions in ratepayer subsidies for new gas hookups, enable
neighborhood scale building decarbonization, and ensure energy affordability for low-to-
moderate income families.

This Act aligns utility regulation with the state climate justice and emission reduction
targets — repealing provisions relating to the continuation of gas service and substitutes heat
service, The Act empowers the Public Service Commission (PSC) to equitably achieve the New
Climate Law targets and amends the current PSC Law that undermines the New York Climate
Law Goals.

The Home Energy Affordable Act will mitigate costs for all utility customers, reduce
greenhouse gas emissions and co-pollutants impacting local air quality, and provides a transition
for impacted workers. The significance of removing the pollutants will help reduce the higher
prevalence of asthma in urban settings, effectively increasing the health of people.

Furthermore, this Act will aid in the reduction of cost burdens to low-to-moderate income
families by reducing the utility burden to no more than six percent of their income. This will
increase financial outcomes for families living at or below the poverty line.

We urge the New York State Legislature to pass and the Governor to sign this legislation
to bring New York in line with the climate goals set forth by the climate commission.

Renewables Act, The Energy Efficiency, Equity and Jobs Act, and The All Electric
Building Act

Honorable Legislators:

New York State should be a national leader on environmental issues. I encourage the
New York State Legislature and the Governor to enact the following package of legislation:

Build Public Renewables Act (A279/S4134): Will expand renewable electricity
operations in New York State and reduce the carbon footprint from energy generation.

The Energy Efficiency, Equity and Jobs Act (S2469/A2655): Will invest in job
training in underserved communities to improve energy efficiency, and remove known health
hazards from buildings.

All Electric Building Act (A920-A/S562A): Will Help New York Achieve its climate
goals through reducing future dependency on fossil fuels.

Renewable energy is the future to climate justice and a solution to reducing harmful
greenhouse emissions. New York State residents deserve access to affordable solutions for
energy products. The Build Public Renewables Act will allow the New York State Power
Authority the ability to build, own, and operate new large-scale renewable energy. Through the
expansion of renewable energy generation, New York Power Authority will supply customers
with the energy and become the sole provider of energy to all state owned and municipal
properties, with an opt-out clause if the cost is higher than a local supplier.

This legislation will greatly benefit low-to-moderate income families through the
requirement to provide renewable energy to residential customers and Community Choice
Aggregation (CCA Communities). As a result rates could be as much as 50% lower than what is
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currently provided by local utility companies. The Build Public Renewables Act will increase
employment, provide prevailing wages to workers, and invest in job training. The Act will also
allow for NYSERDA to invest in underserved communities.

The Energy Efficiency, Equity and Jobs Act will provide job training and funding for the
removal of known carcinogens and other hazardous chemicals from buildings. Mold, asbestos,
and lead are all tied to significant health conditions. Mold can cause lung infections, contact
dermatitis, and irritate the eyes and nose. Lead can damage the central nervous system,
cardiovascular system, reproductive system, hematological system, and kidneys. Abatement and
remediation is necessary to improving the health and well-being.

Continuing to meet the goals set for New York State’s Climate Initiatives — the All
Electric Building Act will help decrease fossil fuel dependency. The state energy conservation
construction code shall prohibit infrastructure, building systems, or equipment used for the
combustion of fossil fuels in new construction statewide no later than December 31, 2023 if the
building is less than seven stories and July 1, 2027 if the building is seven stories or more. It will
help to enhance the air quality of New York, and this building code already exists in New York
City, as well as, Washington, California, and Germany.

This package of legislation will effectively help move New York towards a more climate
and environmentally friendly state. We urge the New York State Legislature to pass this
legislation to increase the quality of life for residents while reducing the negative environmental
impact.

Re: Memorializing the New York State Legislature to Pass the SAFE Streets Act
Honorable Legislators:

The number of traffic fatalities remains historically high. In 2022, preliminary data from
the National Safety Council shows traffic crashes in New York killed 1,051 people, a figure that
barely budged from the prior year. Crashes kill an average of three New Yorkers every day,
while thousands more suffer from lifelong injuries.

Monroe County experienced nearly 68,000 crashes between 2017 and 2021, with nearly
4,000 injuries and 220 deaths. Crashes take an enormous toll on our community, and they are not
inevitable. There are things we can do to make our streets safer for everyone, no matter their
mode of travel.

It is imperative that the New York State Legislature pass a package of bills known as the
SAFE Streets Act. These bills put in place measures to reduce collisions through road design and
vehicle standard measures, as well as safeguarding the legal rights of those impacted by crashes.

Here is a summary of the bills that pertain to Monroe County:

o S2714 /A01280 Includes, when possible, complete street design features in resurfacing,
maintenance and pavement recycling projects and further enables safe access to public
roads for all users.

-iglu-d_e all state, county and local transportation projects that are undertaken by the DOT
or receive federal, state or both federal and state funding.
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e  S1952/A04057 : Would mandate technology in new vehicles including intelligent speed
assistance and other features.
o S8152/A9152 : Guarantee rights and a voice for crash victims and their loved ones in

legal proceedings.
The data shows there is urgency to act, as traffic injuries and fatalities devastate thousands of

families in our own community and around New York. Passing the SAFE Streets Act will save
lives and make our streets safer for all.

Subject: Acceptance of a Grant from the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation for
Climate Smart Communities for the Organics Management Plan

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body accept a grant from the New York State Department of
Environmental Conservation (“NYSDEC™) in the amount of $50,000 for Climate Smart Communities for the
Organics Management Plan.

Monroe County was awarded this grant as part of an initiative by the NYSDEC to provide resources for
projects aimed at addressing climate change and its effects. This project complements the goals established in the
Monroe County Climate Action Plan, Phase 1 of which was approved by Your Honorable Body (Resolution 276 of
2022), and the Climate Smart Communities program, which Your Honorable Body resolved to participate by
adopting the New York State Climate Smart Communities pledge (Resolution 260 of 2020) Completion of this
project will further Monroe County’s goal of achieving Silver Certification, the highest level in the Climate Smart
Communities program.

The grant will support the development of an organics management plan study as parl of the Monroe
County local solid waste management plan. The study will analyze the existing food waste recycling environment in
Monroe County, and the opportunities to build upon existing local composting programs, food waste diversion pilots
and other data. The anticipated outcome of the study will be a set of wastc management options, goals, and
benchmarks that can be used to develop a coherent organics management strategy for Monroe County,

This grant was submitted through the New York State Consolidated Funding Application program in 2022,
and the award was announced in January 2023. The Monroe County Department of Environmental Services will
lead the project funded by this grant and administer the grant requirements.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to accept a $50,000 grant from, and execute a
contract and any amendments thereto with, the New York State Depariment of Environmental
Conservation for the Organics Management Plan.

2. Amend the 2023 operating budget of the Department of Environmental Services by appropriating
$100,000 of general fund committed fund balance previously committed for Climate Change
Initiatives, into the solid waste fund 9009 in the amount of $50,000, funds center 8201010000
Solid Waste Administration, and inio solid waste fund 9309 in the amount $50,000, funds center
8201010000 Solid Waste Administration.

3 Authorize the County Executive to appropriate any subsequent years of the grant award in
accordance with the grant terms, (o reappropriate any unencumbered balances during the grant
period according to the grantor requirements, and to make any necessary funding modifications
within the grant guidelines to meet contractual commitments.

4, Should funding of this program be modified or terminated for any reason, the County Executive is
hereby authorized to terminate or modify the program and, where applicable, (o terminate or
abolish some or all positions funded under such program. Any termination or abolishment of
positions shall be in accordance with New York State Civil Service Law and, when applicable, the
terms of any labor agreement affecting such positions.

This grant requires an equal local funding match, in the amount of $50,000. The local match will require
additional net County support, for which general fund committed fund balance is being appropriated.

Subject: Amend the 2023 Capital Budget to Provide an Increase in Funding for the Monroe
County Library System Fleet Replacement Project and Authorize an Interfund Transfer

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body amend the 2023 Capital Budget to provide an increase in
funding for the Monroe County Library System Fleet Replacement Project and authorize an interfund
transfer.

In 2020 the Monroe County Library System (“MCLS”) began planning for replacement of its
delivery fleet in the Capital Improvement Program (“CIP”), for cyclical replacement of three (3) box
trucks which are seven years old. Funding was allocated in the 2022 CIP based on cost estimates from
early 2021. Bids were received in spring 2022 with cost exceeding the debt allocation of $216,000 by
over $59,000, given the current inflationary and supply chain environment.

To continue progress, the MCLS awarded the first two vehicles and with a fund balance
appropriation in June 2022 and requested fall bid of the third vehicle. Cost escalation for the final vehicle,
with delivery not anticipated until 2024, has exceeded prior CIP and fund balance appropriations. An
additional appropriation from the fund balance is requested to award bid of the third truck at $110,000.

The MCLS provides member library delivery services Monday through Friday as part of a shared
service agreement. Delivery includes pickup and drop-off of library material returns, requests/holds, and
interoffice mail. For decades, the MCLS has provided the community with the ability to check out and
return library materials at any MCLS location of convenience, known as One County, One Card. In the
MCLS catalog library users can also place requests for materials filled as first available across the MCLS,
delivered via MCLS fleet to their preferred pick-up location.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Amend the 2023 capital budget to increase funding for the Monroe County Library
System Fleet Replacement project in the amount of $20,000, from $286,000 to $306,000,
for a total project authorization of $306,000.

2. Authorize an interfund transfer of $20,000 from library fund 9006 to capital fund 2035.

Subject: Authorize an Intermunicipal Agreement with the City of Rochester for the Provision of
County Historian Services

Honorable Legislators:

1 recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize an Intermunicipal Agreement (“IMA”) with
the City of Rochester (“City”) for the provision of County Historian Services in an annual amount not to
exceed $50,000 for the period of April 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023, with the option to renew for
four (4) additional one-year periods.

The City will move the County’s historical archives from its current location at St. John Fisher's
Lavery Library to the Local History and Genealogy Division of the Central Library of Rochester and
Monroe County, hold and maintain the County’s historical archives, perform the duties of the County
Historian, and engage consultants to assess and evaluate the County Historian responsibilities and
collections, County’s historical archives, feasibility of shared service between the County and City for a
regional history center, possibility of a long term plan for the working relationship between the parties for
the maintaining County’s historical archives and the functioning as the County Historian as well as
optimal physical and virtual spaces to provide these services.

The City will supply two (2) full-time historians, two (2) part-time historians, two (2) full-time
librarians, and three (3) part-time support staff or such other numbers and titles of employees parties, as
agreed to by the parties, to perform the services required by the IMA. The County’s historical archives
and the County Historian office will be available to the public during all Central Library hours of
operation (55 hours/week) including at times on Saturdays, ensure the Collection is maintained in
accordance with industry accepted practices.

A request for qualifications was issued for these services with the City of Rochester/Rochester
Public Library selected as the most qualified to provide the services.

The specific legislative action required is to authorize the County Executive, or his designee, to
execute an intermunicipal agreement, and any amendments thereto, with the City of Rochester for the
provision of County Historian support services in an annual amount not to exceed $50,000 for the period
of April 1, 2023 through December 31, 2023, with the option to renew for four (4) additional one-year
periods.
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Funding for this contract is included in the 2023 operating budget of the Department of Finance,
general fund 9001, funds center 1207010000, Purchasing. No additional net County support is required
in the current Monroe County budget.

This action is a Type I Action pursuant to 6 NYCRR § 617.5(c)(26) (“routine or continuing
agency administration and management, not including new programs or major reordering of priorities that
may affect the environment™) and is not subject to further review under the State Environmental Quality
Review Act.

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Subject: Authorize Intermunicipal Agreements with Eight Municipalities for Use of the Tyler Records
Management System

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize intermunicipal agreements with the following eight (8)
municipalities within Monroe County, which have local police departments, for use of Tyler Technologies, Inc.’s
Records Management System (“RMS™): Brighton, Brockport, East Rochester, Fairport, Greece, [rondequoit, Ogden,
and Webster.

The RMS integrates and provides for the sharing of information between the various law enforcement
agencies such as incident reports, arrests, citations, warrants, case management and field contact information in a
unified daiabase. Pursuant to Resolution 45 of 2019 Your Honorable Body authorized the County’s purchase of the
RMS for use by law enforcement in Monroe County. The RMS was installed at the County and eight municipalities

Subject: Authorizing a License Agreement with Monica Daniel Gil to Run a Summer Camp Program at
Ellison Park’s Pavilion Lodge

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize a License Agreement with Monica Daniel Gil
to run a weekday summer camp program at Ellison Park’s Pavilion Lodge in July and August 2023.

Ms. Daniel Gil seeks to rent Pavilion Lodge at Ellison Park to run a six week summer day camp,
on weekdays only, starting July 10, 2023 and ending August 18, 2023. Under county law, commercial
use of a county park facility requires the issuance of a revocable license and the approval of the County
Legislature.

The day camp’s programming is fully English-Spanish bilingual and its mission is focused on
helping campers and their families learn to appreciate their natural surroundings and take an active role in
caring for our environment. Programming for participants would include creative activities such as songs,
calisthenics, dance, yoga, and science experiments, outdoor activities such as using the park playground,
soccer, and mini-golf, and camp games.

Each camp session would run approximately 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. weekdays, and approximately
72 children aged 4-12 would participate in each of the weeklong sessions.

The Summer Day Camp would be required to work with the county Department of Public Health
to meet the same safety planning and permitting requirements as any day camp program in Monroe
County and would be required to demonstrate insurance coverage naming Monroe County as an
additional insured entity, like any other permitted special event held in a county park.

As consideration for the license, Ms. Gil would be required to remit a payment equal to the
standard weekday rate for Pavilion Lodge for 30 days totaling $10,650.
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The specific legislative action required is to authorize a license agreement with Monica Daniel
Gil to run a weekday summer camp program at Ellison Park’s Pavilion Lodge in July and August 2023.

This action is a Type Il Action pursuant to 6 NYCRR 617.5(c)(21) (“minor temporary uses of

I recommend that Your Honorable Body amend Resolution 282 of 2021, as Amended by Resolution
330 of 2022 10 accept additional funding from the United States Department of the Treasury (“Treasury™), in
the amount of $46,004.30, for the Emergency Rental Assistance 2 Program (ERA2), Monroe County Eviction
Prevention Pilot Initiative 2.0 for the period of March 11, 2021 through September 30, 2025,

Your Honorable Body accepted an initial ERA2 award of $22,050,597.30 in August 2021 and an
additional allocation of $226,900.63 in November 2022. Funding has been used to support the Monroe County
Eviction Prevention Pilot Initiative 2.0 (EPPI 2.0). Under the EPPI 2.0 program, Monroe County covered up to
fifteen months’ rent and utilities arrears for eligible households, and up to three months future rent and utilities
where ongoing housing stability is at risk.

The Treasury has been monitoring actual spending of ERA2 funding and offered municipalities the
opportunity to apply for additional funding from reallocated under-spending of other governments. Monroe
County applied for reallocated funding and has been granted an additional $46,004.30 bringing the total ERA2
award to $22,322,502.23. At this time, Monroe Counly intends to use its remaining ERA2 funding, including
this additional award, to provide legal services to those facing eviction.

Monroe County’s EPPI 2.0 is also funded by the first iteration of the Treasury’s Emergency Rental
Assistance program, ERAL. Under ERA1, Monroe County has received to date a total of $24,156,425.99
(combined City and County allocations), which was fully obligated as of December 29, 2022. With this new
reallocated award, the combined ERA1 and ERA2 funding for the Eviction Prevention Pilot Initiative 2.0 is
now a total of $46,478,928.22,

This award will be used to continue the established efforts of Safe Harbour such as short-term safe
housing that offers 24-hour crisis inlervention, medical care, advocacy, and other services to underage victims of
human trafficking within Monroe County. The Center for Youth Services will continue to be the lead agency for
this grant after its demonstrated successful collaboration with Monroe County during the partnership’s 6 year pilot
program, and initial year of “NYS Graduate Community” status. Monroe County has been recognized as a
statewide leader with Safe Harbour and has shared it's successes with new piloting counties.

The Department of Human Services will continue to assign the Rochester-Monroe County Youth Bureau
Executive Director to be its representative, who will serve as County liaison to the OCFS Statewide Steering
Committee and to provide inter-agency collaborative support and guidance for sustainable implementation of the
Safe Harbour Plan. Training will be provided to teach the skills and tools necessary to ensure that child victims are
properly identified, referred, and receive the appropriate specialized services to which they are entitled by law.
This is the tenth year the County has received this grant. This year's funding represents the same amount as last
year.

Allocation ceilings are determined through a formula, based
on the youth population of each town or village, provided by the state. The recreation and youth services programs
to be provided are available to all youth that reside in the respective towns and villages. Recreational programs
include a variety of athletic, social, artistic, and cultural events. Youth services programs include youth and family
counseling, after-school programs, leadership development, and employment readiness workshops. This year's
funding represents no change from last year’s funding.

8. Consumer Credit Counseling Service of Rochester “Go for Gold"” $20,077

positions CCCS to make a deep and measurable impact in the Rochester community. “Go for Gold" peer
educator trainings are conducted on-site at partner program locations (host sites) in conjunction with their
normal program operations.

Litigation (Supreme Court, Suffolk County Index No, 400000/2017)

Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize settlement agreements to recover funds from three
national retail chain pharmacies, Walgreens, CVS, and Walmart, in connection with the New York Coordinated
Opioid Litigation, /n re Opioid Litigation (Supreme Court, Suffolk County Index No. 400000/2017) and the national
settlement agreements reached with these pharmacies. Through these settlements, Monroe County will receive
additional funds to address the opioid crisis in our community.

Your Honorable Body has previously authorized settlements with several opioid manufacturers and
distributors. This round of settlements addresses the responsibility of several major national retail pharmacy chains.
Pursuant to these nation-wide settlement agreements, Walgreens will pay approximately $5.7 billion over 15 years,
CVS will pay approximately $5 billion over ten years, and Walmart will pay approximately $3 billion over 6 years.

Under the terms of the settlement, Monroe County will receive up to $2,382,816.76 from Walgreens,
| $2,219,665.82 from CVS, and $1,403,151.82 from Walmart, each paid over the term of the settlement agreements.
! As with the prior opioid settlements, the total amount the defendants are obligated to pay to participating

municipalities is dependent on the level of participation by municipalities in the settlement agreement. Monroe
County will receive the maximum settlement value if the maximum participation threshold is met. Like prior
settlements, these settlements technically consist of both funds restricted to use in combating the opioid epidemic
and unrestricted funds, but Monroe County will place all settlement proceeds in a trust fund dedicated to responding
10 the opioid epidemic and the ongoing harm it is causing our community.

Both Monroe County’s outside counsel for the opioid litigation, Simmons Hanly Conroy, and the New
York Attorney General on behalf of the State of New York have approved this settlement.

The specific legislative actions required are:

1. Authorize the settlement and release of the County’s claims in /n re Opioid Litigation (Supreme
Court, Suffolk County Index No. 400000/2017) against Walgreen Co., CVS Health Corporation,
CVS Pharmacy, Inc., Walmart, Inc., and other affiliated entities as defined in the applicable
nation-wide settlement agreements.

All other law enforcement agencies in Monroe County allow their officers to reside outside of the
County or the jurisdiction where they serve. Because of this requirement, Monroe County loses highly-qualified
applicants to other local police agencies. Lateral candidates, many of whom have established homes and children in
local schools, are reluctant to consider transferring to the Monroe County Sheriff's Office because of the residency
requirement.

The proposed local law will help ease staffing levels among Road Patrol Deputies and allow deputies to
reside in Monroe County or any other adjoining county. Furthermore, this local law will enable the Sheriff’s Office
to be competitive with other local law enforcement agencies in the recruitment of qualified Road Patrol Deputies.

This action is a Type II Action pursuant to 6 NYCRR §617.5(c)(26) (“routine or continuing agency
administration and management, not including new programs or major reordering of priorities that may affect the
environment™) and is not subject to further review under the State Environmental Quality Review Act.

Enactment of this Local Law will have no impact on the revenues or expenditures of the current Monroe
County budget.

ENACT A LOCAL LAW ENTITLED “WAIVER OF RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT
FOR MONROE COUNTY ROAD PATROL DEPUTIES”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. A new chapter shall be added as Chapter 391 of the Monroe County Code entitled
“Waiver of Residency Requirement for Monroe County Road Patrol Deputies” and shall read as
follows:

§1 Definitions. Defined terms used in this local law shall have the same meaning as ascribed to
them below:

COUNTY shall mean Monroe County.

ROAD PATROL DEPUTY shall mean an individual employed by the Monroe County Sheriff’s
Office as a Deputy Sheriff-Road Patrol.

§2  Residency Requirement. Public Officers Law § 3, as amended or changed, is hereby
amended and superseded in its application to the County as follows: provisions of Public Officers
Law § 3, as amended or changed, requiring a person to be a resident of the political subdivision or
municipal corporation of the state for which he ot she shall be chosen or which his or her official
functions are required to be exercised, shall not prevent a person from holding the position of
Deputy Sheriff-Road Patrol, provided that such person resides in Monroe County or any adjoining
county within New York.

Section 2. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section, or part of this law or the
application thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, eatity, ot circumstance
shall be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such
order or judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined
in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or in its
application to the person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity, or circumstance directly
involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment shall be rendeted.

Section 3. This local law shall take effect in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal

I recommend that Your Honorable Body amend the 2023-2028 Capital Improvement Program and the
2023 Capital Budget to add a project entitled “ERP System Replacement™ in the amount of $9,500,000 and
authorize an interfund transfer for the project in the amount of $9,500,000.

Monroe County’s current Enterprise Resource Planning (“ERP”) system, SAP, was acquired in 2004
and put into production in 2005. After eighteen years, significant customization, and numerous upgrades, the
system has reached the end of its serviceable useful life. Procurement for a replacement system has begun with
the assistance of our contracted ERP advisors, Avero, LLC, and County staff from several administrative and
operating departments are evaluating the solicited proposals that have been received.

The purpose of this capital project is to secure authorization for the necessary professional services to
appropriately configure a new ERP system for County use, allow for sufficient data migration from SAP and
accessible archived data for historical data that will not migrate, provide connectivity solutions for other
existing County systems that will continue to operate outside of the ERP environment, provide the requisite
employee training prior to full system production, and provide post-production support.

Upon selection of a new ERP system, we will request authorization from Your Honorable Body to
enter into agreements for ERP system licensing and professional services for system implementation.

This project is scheduled to be considered by the Monroe County Planning Board at its March 23,
2023 meeting.

LOCAL LAW NO. OF 2023
ENACTING A LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE CODE OF ETHICS OF THE COUNTY OF

MONROE
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. Section 45-3 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

INTEREST

A pecuniary or matetial benefit accruing to a municipal officer or employee, unless the context otherwise
requires, and shall be deemed to include the business or financial affairs of the officer's or employee's spouse,
minor children and dependents; a firm, partnership or association in which such officer or employee is a
member or employee; a corporation of which such officer or employee is an officer, director or employee; and
a corporation any stock of which is owned or controlled directly or indirectly by such officer or employee.

HARASSMENT

Verbal, written, or physical conduct that: {1} is based on an individual’s protected class under federal, state or
local law; (2) is unwelcome; and (3) rises above the level of what a reasonable vicrim of harassment ot
discrimination with the same protected characteristic would considet petty slights or trivial inconveniences.

MUNICIPAL AGENCY

Any department of the County of Monroe or division, board, district, commission or bureau of any department

of the County, including but not limited to the Gates-Chili-Ogden Sewer District, Irondequoit Bay Pure Watets
District, Northwest Quadrant Pure Waters District, Rochester Pure Waters District, and the Monroe County

local social services district,
OFFICER OR EMPLOYEE

An officer or employee of the County of Monroe, whether paid or unpaid, including members of the Monroe
County Legislature, and of any administrative board, commission or other agency of the-Monroe County.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Harassment on the basis of sex, sexual orientation, self-identified or perceived sex, gender expression, gender
identity and the status of being transgender. It includes unwelcome conduct, such as sexual advances, requests
for sexual favors, sex stereotyping or other verbal, written, or physical conduct which is either of a sexual nature,
or which is directed at an individual because of that individual’s sex, sexual orientation, self-identified or

perceived sex, gender expression, gender identity, and the status of being transgender.

Section 2. Section 45-4 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-4 General standard of conduct.

Monroe County Legislature - March 14, 2023
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No officer or employee shall have any interest, financial or otherwise, direct or indirect, ot engage in any
business or transaction or prefessienal activity or incur any obligation of any nature which is in conflict with
the proper discharge of his duties in the public interest.

Section 3. Scction 45-5 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-5 Interest in business or professional dealings with County.

No officer or employee of the County of Monroe shall have an interest, direct or indirect, in any manner
whatsocver except by operation of law, in any business or professional dealings with the County of Monroe ot

any ageneyMunicipal Agency thereof.

Section 4. Section 45-6 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-6. Representing other persons or corporations in transactions with County.

No officer or employee of the County of Montoe shall act as atrorney, agent, broker, representative or employee

in business or professional dealings with the County or any agesey-Municipal Agency thereof ferany-person
o irhieh e ] 5 o direet .

Section 5. Section 45-8 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-8. Incompatible employment.

A No officer or employee shall engage in, solicit, negotiate for or promise to accept private
employment or render services for private interest when such employment or service creates a conflict
with or impairs the proper discharge of his official duties.

B. Employees in the Management and Professional classification must seck approval for any

outside employment pursuant to the County’s Dual Employment Policy, as may be amended from
time to time.

C. If an officer or employee’s outside employment creates a conflict with or impaits the proper
discharge of his official duties with respect to a particular matter, the officer or employee must recuse
himself from that matter. Such recusal shall be made in writing on a form prescribed by the County
Law Department and shall be a marter of public record.

Section 6. Section 45-9 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§45-9. Future employment.

A No officer or employee shall, after the termination of service or employment with such
municipality, appear or practice before any beard-er—sgeney Municipal Agency of the County of
Montoe in relation to any case, proceeding or application in which he personally participated during
the period of his service or employment or which was under his active consideration.

B. No person who has served as a County officer or employee in the Management and

Professional classification shall within a period of two years after the termination of such service ot
employment appear ot practice before any Municipal Agency of the County of Monroe or receive
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compensation for any services rendered by such former officer or employee on behalf of any person,
fitm, cotporation, or association in relation to any case, proceeding, or application or other matter
before such Municipal Agency of the County of Monroe.

Section 7. Section 45-12 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-12 Gifts.

No officer or employee shall, directly or indirectly, solicit any gift or accept or receive any gift having morte than
a nominal value, whether in the form of money, services, loan, travel, entertainment, hospitality, thing or
promise, or in any other form, from any person, firm, corporation or other entity that has a direct or indirect
interest in any contract for the provision of goods or services to the County of Monroe or any ageney-Municipal
Agency thereof. The term “gift” shall be defined pursuant to New York Legislative Law §1-c(j) as amended
from time to time. Any local development corporation contracting with the County of Monroe shall include
the requirements of the County Code of Ethics in its code of ethics.

Section 8. Section 45-13 of the Administrative Local Laws of Montoe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-13. Course of conduct.

A Every officer or employee should endeavor to pursue a course of conduct which will not raise
suspicion among the public that he is likely to be engaged in acts that are in violation of his trust. He
should not use or attempt to use his official position to secure unwarranted privileges or exemptions
for himself or others. He should not by his conduct give reasonable basis for the impression that any
petson can improperly influence him or unduly enjoy his favor in the performance of his official duties
or that he is affected by the kinship, position or influence of any party or person.

B. It shall be a violation of the Code of Ethics of the County of Monroe for an officer or
employee to engage in harassment or sexual harassment.

C. Unless otherwise prohibited by law, officers and employees shall not be denied the right to
support or refuse to support a political party or committee, or a candidate for public office. Officers
or_employees shall not coerce, or request or authorize another to coerce, any County officer or
employee, consumer of County services or County contractor to suppott or refuse to support a political
party or committee, or a candidate for public office. Officers or employees shall not make usc of a
County workplage to request, or authorize another to use a County workplace to request, that any
person participate in an election campaign or contribute to a political party or committee.

Section 9. Section 45-23 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-23 Penalties for offenses.

Any contract willfully entered into by or with Monroe County or any agency thereof in which there is an interest
prohibited by this chapter shall be null and void and wholly unenforceable. In addition to any penaley contained
in any other provision of law, any person who shall knowingly and intentionally violate any of the provisions

of this code, including_engaging in harassment or sexual harassment conduct, may be fined, suspended, or
removed from office or employment, as the case may be, in the manner provided by law.
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Section 10. Scction 45-25(B) of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:
B. The Board may also accept from the general public, an officer or employee, or from its own members

and consider any complaint or allegation of conflict of interest, harassment, or sexual harassment on
the part of any officer or employee of Monroe County. All such complaints or allegations are to be
kept in the confidential records of the Board. Should the Board determine that there is apparent merit
in the complaint or allegation, it shall send a written invitation to the officer or employee so charged
to appear at a private meeting of the Board and explain the apparent conflict of interest, allegation of

harassment, ot allegation of sexual harassment. Should; (1) such officer or employee fail to appear in
tesponse to such invitation-er-sheuld-he-appearand; (2) such officer or employec fail to satisfy the
Board that there is no conflict of interest,_or (3) the Board substantiates an allegation that the employee
or officer engaged in harassment or sexual harassment, the Board shall send a written report on the
matter to the County Executive. Fhe-repert Reports concerning conflicts of interest shall not be made
public except by the County Executive or by the unanimous vote of the Board. Reports finding that
the employee or officer engaged in harassment or sexual harassment shall be made public with any
identifying information regarding the compliant(s), witness(es), and victim({s) redacted. In the event
the Board receives a_complaint or allegation that involves harassment or sexual harassment in the
workplace, such complaint shall be referred to the Monroe County Department of Fluman Resources
and shall be subject to the provisions of the Monroe County Policy on Unlawful Discrimination and
Harassment, as amended or changed.

Section 11. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section, or part of this law ot the application
thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entity, or circumstance shall be adjudged by
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect,
impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence,
paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or in its application to the person, individual, corporation,
firm, pattnership, entity, or circumstance directly involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment
shall be rendered.

Section 12. This local {aw shall take effect in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal Home Rule
Law and the Monroe County Charter.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $61,600,000 BONDS OF THE COUNTY
OF MONROE, NEW YORK, TO FINANCE THE COST OF THE SPECIALIZED SECURE
DETENTION FACILITY PROJECT, IN AND FOR SAID COUNTY, AT AN ESTIMATED
MAXIMUM COST OF $61,600,000 AND SUPERSEDING THE BOND RESOLUTION ADOPTED
ON JUNE 8, 2021 (RESOLUTION NO. 184 OF 2021)

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE AFFIRMATIVE VOTE OF NOT LESS THAN TWO-THIRDS
OF THE TOTAL VOTING STRENGTH OF THE LEGISLATURE OF THE COUNTY OF
MONROE, as follows:

Secdon 1. Fot the object or purpose of financing the cost of the Specialized Secure Detention
Facility Project, consisting of renovations and additions to existing facilities, in and for the County of Monroe,
New York (the “County”), there are hereby authorized to be issued 361,600,000 bonds of the County, pursuant
to the provisions of the Local Finance Law. The duly adopted current Capital Budger of the County, to the
extent inconsistent herewith, is hereby amended to provide for the appropriation of an additional $25,000,000
to pay the cost of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes (36,600,000 having been heretofore appropriated
from one ot more Capital Budgets). The period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or
purposes is twenty-five (25) years, pursuant to subdivision 12(a)}(1) of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local
Finance Law, computed from June 29, 2022, the date of the first obligations issued therefor.

Scction 2. The maximum estimated cost thereof is $61,600,000, and the plan for the financing
thereof is by the issuance of $61,600,000 bonds of said County herein authorized, provided, however, that to
the extent any state and/or federal aid and/or grant and/or gift is received for the aforesaid purpose, the County
Exccutive, or his designee, is hereby authorized to accept and shall use such funds to redeem any outstanding
indebtedness incurred for such purpose or apply it, dollar for dollar, to reduce the amount of bonds to be issued
for such purpose.

Section 3. The faith and credit of the County are heteby irrevocably pledged for the payment of
the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same respectively become due and payable. An annual
appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations
becoming due and payable in such year. Thete shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of said

The Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer is also authorized to enter into such agreements and take
such other action as may be necessary or appropriate and lawful to assure that, to the extent possible, (i) interest
on the bonds and notes authorized hereby will not be includable in the gross income, for federal income tax
purposes, of the tecipients thercof, and (i} to enable the purchaser thercof to comply with Securitics and
Exchange Commission Rule 15¢2-12. The Dircctor of Finance — Chief Financial Officer is hereby further
delegated all powers of this County Legislature with respect to agreements for credit enhancement, derived
from and pursuant to Section 168.00 of the Local Finance Law, for such bonds or notes, including, but not
limited to the determination of the provider of such credit enhancement facility or facilities and the terms and
contents of any agreement or agreements related thereto.

Section 5. All other matters, except as provided herein, relating to such bonds or notes, including
prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall appear on said bonds or notes, prescribing the method
for the recording of ownership of said bonds or notes, appointing the fiscal agent or agents for said bonds or
notes, providing for the printing and delivery of said bonds or notes (and if said bonds or notes are to be
executed in the name of the County by only facsimile signatures, providing for the manual countersignature of
a fiscal agent or of a designated official of the County), the date, form, denominations, maturities, interest rate
or rates, terms of and manner of sale and interest payment dates, place or places of payment, and also including
the consolidation with othet issues, shall be determined by the Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer.

MONROE, as follows:

Section 1. For the object or purpose of financing the cost of the rehabilitation and improvement
of Lake Road, Phase II, from Bay Road to Pellett Road, in and for the County of Monroe, New York (the
“County”), there are hereby authorized to be issued $10,850,000 bonds of the County, pursuant to the
provisions of the Local Finance Law. The duly adopted cutrent Capital Budget of the County, to the extent
inconsistent herewith, is hereby amended to provide for the appropriation of an additional $350,000 to pay the
cost of the aforesaid specific object or purpose (810,500,000 having been heretofore appropriated from one ot
more Capital Budgets). The period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is fifteen
(15) years, pursuant to subdivision 20 of paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law, computed
from December 22, 2017 the date of the first obligations issued therefore.

Section 2. The maximum estimated cost thereof is $10,850,000, and the plan for the financing
thereof is by the issuance of $10,850,000 bonds of said County herein authorized, provided, however, that to
the extent any state and/or federal aid and/or grant and/or gift is received for the aforesaid purpose, the County
Executive, or his designee, 1s hereby authorized to accept and shall use such funds to redeem any outstanding
indebtedness incurred for such purpose or apply it, dollar for dollar, to reduce the amount of bonds to be issued
for such purpose.

Section 3. The faith and credit of the County are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of
the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same respectively become due and payable. An annual
appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations
becoming due and payable in such year. Thete shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of said
County a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and
payable.

Section 4. Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the
issuance of and to sell the bonds and bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the
bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Director of Finance -
Chief Financial Officer, the chief fiscal officer of the County under the Local Finance Law. The Director of
Finance - Chief Financial Officer may sell such bonds or notes at public or private sale, at a discount ot
premium, at fixed or variable rates of interest or at no interest whatsoever, ot as capital appreciation bonds,
and with such amortization of principal as the Director of Finance — Chief Financial Officer shall determine is
most favorable to the County, and in compliance with any rules of the State Comptroller applicable thereto.
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Such bonds or notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be
prescribed by said Director of Finance - Chicf Financial Officer, consistent with the provisions of the Local
Finance Law. The Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer may, in the event it is determined to issue
variable rate bonds or notes, enter into such agreements as said officer finds reasonable to facilitate the issuance,
sale, resale and repurchase of such bonds or notes, as authorized under Section 54.90 of the Local Finance Law.
The Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer is also authotized to enter into such agreements and take
such other action as may be necessary or appropriate and lawful to assure that, to the extent possible, (i) interest
on the bonds and notes authorized hereby will not be includable in the gross income, for federal income tax
purposes, of the recipients thereof, and (ii) to enable the purchaser thereof to comply with Securities and
Exchange Commission Rule 15¢2-12. The Director of Finance — Chief Financial Officer is hereby further
delegated all powers of this County Legislature with respect to agreements for credit enhancement, derived
from and pursuant to Section 168.00 of the Local Finance Law, for such bonds ot notes, including, but not
limited to the determination of the provider of such credit enhancement facility or facilities and the terms and
contents of any agreement or agreements related thereto.

Section 5. All other matters, except as provided herein, relating to such bonds ot notes, including
prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall appear on said bonds or notes, prescribing the method
for the recording of ownership of said bonds or notes, appointing the fiscal agent or agents for said bonds or
notes, providing for the printing and delivery of said bonds or notes (and if said bonds or notes are to be
executed in the name of the County by only facsimile signatures, providing for the manual countersignature of
a fiscal agent or of a designated official of the County), the date, form, denominations, maturities, intetest rate
or rates, terms of and manner of sale and interest payment dates, place or places of payment, and also including
the consolidation with other issues, shall be determined by the Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer.
The Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer may elect to become the fiscal agent for the bonds or notes,
or may contract on behalf of the County for this service pursuant to the Local Finance Law. Such bonds or
notes shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance
Law and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals, in addition to those required by Section
52.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Director of Finance - Chief Financial Officer shall determine.

Section §. The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes, as authorized by this
resolution, may be contested only if:

1) such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said County is not
authorized to expend money, or

2) the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of publication of this
resolution are not substantally complied with, and

an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty
(20) days after the date of such publication, or

K)! such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the Constitution.

Section 7. This resotution shall supersede Resolution No. 45 of 2021, being a bond resolution
dated February 9, 2021, except to the extent that any indebtedness shall have been contracted or encumbrances
made thereunder. The purpose of this supetseding bond resolution is to effect the following: to increase the
maximum estimated cost of the purpose to §10,850,000, and to provide $10,850,000 bonds therefor, an increase
of $350,000 over the $10,500,000 bonds authorized under Resolution No. 45 of 2021.

Section 8. This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of Section
1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations. Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably
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expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long-term basts, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent
funding of the objects or purposes described herein.

Section 8. Section 45-13 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:
§45-13. Course of conduct.

A Every officer or employee should endeavor to pursue a course of conduct which will not raise

suspicion among the public that he is likely to be engaged in acts that are in violation of his trust. He
should not use or attempt to use his offictal position to secure unwarranted privileges or exemptions
for himself or others. He should not by his conduct give reasonable basis for the impression that any
person can improperly influence him or unduly enjoy his favor in the performance of his official duties
or that he is affected by the kinship, position or influence of any party or person.

Section 9. Section 45-23 of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

§ 45-23 Penalties for offenses.
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Any contract willfully entered into by or with Monroe County or any agency thereof in which there is an interest
prohibited by this chapter shall be null and void and wholly unenforceable. In addition to any penalty contained
in any other provision of law, any person who shall knomngly and intentionally violate any of the provisions
of this code, including_eggag 3 3 : ict, may be fined, suspended, or
removed from office or emp]oyment, as the case may be, in the manner provided by law.

Section 10. Section 45-25(B) of the Administrative Local Laws of Monroe County is amended to read as
follows:

B. The Board may also accept from the general public, an officer or employee, or from its own members
and consider any complaint or allegation of conflict of interest, harassment, or sexual harassment on
the part of any officer or employee of Monroe County. All such complaints or allegations are to be
kept in the confidential records of the Board. Should the Board determine that there is apparent merit
in the complamt or allegauon, it shall send a written invitation to the officer or employee so charged
to appear at a prvate meeung of the Board and explain the apparent conflict of interest, a].lgga_ngu_gf

Section 11 If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section, or part of this law or the application
thereof to any person, individual, corporation, firm, partnership, entty, or circumstance shall be adjudged by
any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect,
impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence,
paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this law, or in its application to the person, individual, corporation,
firm, partnership, entity, or circumstance directly involved in the controversy in which such order or judgment
shall be rendered.
