Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body authorize contracts with Michael McGrath, M.D., Gagandeep
Jattana, M.D., d/b/a Chouke Consultation, Upstate New York Forensics, LLC, Psych Tech Services USA,
LLC, Viki Katsetos, M.D., Dr. Caroline Easton, Dr. Kelsey Hobart, M.D., and Dr. Michael MacKay, D.O. in
an amount not to exceed $106,081, cumulatively, for mental health services to be provided for the Monroe
County Office of Mental Health, Socio-Legal Center for the period of July 1, 2024 through December 31,
2024, with the option to renew for four (4) additional one year terms, with each additional term in a total
amount not to exceed $177,800 annually.

The Socio-Legal Center (the “Center”) provides a variety of mental-health-related services and
supports to the criminal justice system and individuals with mental illness and their families involved in the
justice system. Professional services contracts are maintained with approved and qualified psychiatrists to
provide evaluations for competency to stand trial, court-ordered psychiatric evaluations and testimony to the
courts as needed, and as required by New York State Mental Hygiene Law. The psychiatrists also provide
services to the Assisted Outpatient Treatment (“AQOT") program, which is operated at the Center under New
York State’s “Kendra’s Law.” The AOT program serves individuals with serious mental illness who, due to
noncompliance with outpatient treatment, may be ordered by a court to receive treatment in the community on
an outpatient basis.

Office of Mental Health for the PFC Dwyer Veteran Peer-to-Peer Support Program
Honorable Legislators:

I recommend that Your Honorable Body amend Resolution 109 of 2024 to increase the grant
award from the New York State Office of Mental Health for the PFC Dwyer Veteran Peer-to-Peer
Support Program from the amount of $185,000 to the amount of $192,400.

The purpose of this grant is to design, implement, and evaluate veteran peer-to-peer programs for
veterans who are experiencing post-traumatic stress symptoms. The goal of the program is to provide
outreach and education regarding available peer-to-peer counseling. It should also encourage family,
friends, and community connectedness as well as provide access to suicide prevention/intervention
measures. After adoption of Resolution 109 of 2024, the County was informed by the New York State
Office of Mental Health of this increase to the grant award. This additional funding represents an
increase of $7,400 from the prior year.

The grant will continue to fund the Compeer of Rochester contract for peer mentoring as
approved in the subject Resolution. Additionally the grant is funding a new peer mentor contract to
support the veterans nature based therapy program.

The specific legislative actions required are:
1. Amend Resolution 109 of 2024 to increase the grant award from the New York State

Office of Mental Health from the amount of $185,000 to the amount of $192,400 for the
PFC Dwyer Veteran Peer-to-Peer Support Program.

2. Amend the 2024 operating budget of the Veterans Service Agency by appropriating the
sum of $7,400 into general fund 9001, funds center 7401020000, Dwyer Peer to Peer
Support.
